     There is only one week until St. 

Katharine Drexel Regional School opens its 

doors to a new academic year. This is the sec-

ond year for our Pre-Kindergarten program, 

which actually includes, this year, an addi-

tional classroom of four year olds, besides our 

original two classes.  With the addition of our 

Pre-Kindergarten, our school now has an en-

rollment of 382 students! 

     Through the generosity of donors who contributed to last 

year's first Annual School Appeal, as well as the tremendous 

fundraising efforts of our Parents Association, our school will 

now have a dedicated classroom art teacher, and a state of the art 

media center. The media center replaces the traditional library/

computer lab, with the latest learning model, whereby each stu-

dent has his or her own device. Through the implementation of 

digital literacy in our media center, students will be guided to 

develop a love for reading and learning, which will make them 

critical thinkers and problem solvers for the future. We are also 
proud to say that the media center will include a television studio, 

where among other things, students will broadcast the news and 

daily prayers to each classroom. 

     I take this opportunity to announce that Mrs. Barbara Zana-

ras, who has been on our faculty for several years, will act as our 

Interim Principal during the maternity leave of our Principal, 

Miss Laura Clark. We offer our appreciation, support and prayers 

to Mrs. Zanaras and Miss Clark, who will return as Principal on 

January 2, 2017.  

     In the past eight years, through the assistance of the Anne 

Flanagan Foundation, several families have had the ability to 

send their children to St. Katharine Drexel School, despite their 

present financial difficulties. Five St. Bede families have been 

helped thus far for this coming academic year. 

     Pat and Anne Flanagan established the Anne Flanagan Foun-

dation eight years ago in loving memory of their deceased daugh-

ter, herself an alumna of St. Bede School. Each year, they offer a 

matching grant of $10,000 to the fund, with the hope that addi-

tional donations will match their pledge and at least double it. 

What a wonderful way to ensure that the legacy of Catholic Edu-

cation continues here in our parish! There is a need, and you can 

help. No matter how small or large your donation, it will help a 

needy family from our parish send their children to St. Katharine 

Drexel School.
