Marriage - Saturday weddings are 10:00AM, 12:00 Noon, & 2:00 PM. It is  
Diocesan policy that arrangements must be made AT LEAST 6 MONTHS prior to the 
wedding. Information on Marriage Instructions can be obtained from the priests. For  
information on music, call Susan DiFlorio at 215-891-0869.  
Anointing of the Sick - In case of serious illness (or advanced age), please call the 
priests. Hospital cases should contact the Chaplain, but the Parish Office should be 
notified so one of the priests may visit the patient.  
Sacrament of Reconciliation - Saturdays 4:00 PM to 5 PM, Wednesdays of Lent at  
7 PM, or by appointment with a priest.

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My Dear Parishioners, 

     This coming Tuesday is Valentine's Day. 

That day, along with Christmas, are among the 

most romantic occasions chosen by a young 

man to offer a ring to his girlfriend, and to ask 

her to marry him. So while Valentine's Day 

may signal the beginning of wedding dreams, I 

thought it might be a good time to offer some 

thoughts about Catholic weddings. 

     The Catholic Church believes that Jesus raised marriage to 

the dignity of a sacrament. Like all sacraments therefore,  

marriage is an encounter with Christ in a life-changing way. In the 

Sacrament of Matrimony, the man and woman invite Jesus into 

their union, whereby He becomes the model of their self-sacrificing 

and undying love that lasting happy marriages require. At the same 

time, Jesus promises the couple that He will become the source of 

strength (which we call "grace") that enables them to live out day 

by day, decision after decision, the love they solemnly promised to 

each other in His presence on their wedding day. 

     Catholic Marriage is a sacrament because in loving one another 

in good times and in bad in sickness and in health, until death,  

husbands and wives become for each other, their children, and the 

entire Church, a sign of the eternal, merciful love of God. That's 

why wedding anniversaries, especially the silver and golden ones, 

are so special. We celebrate the wonderful albeit at times imperfect 

example, these good couples have been to us of the meaning of 

commitment, which is the foundation of marriage and every  

vocation in life. As I look back, my first experience of God's love 

was the love I saw in my parents' marriage.  

     Unfortunately today, more money, attention and dreaming are 

put into a wedding celebration on an island in the Caribbean or 

some exotic or unique place, than in a church. Some say the  

Catholic Church puts you "through too many hoops" before they 

marry you. 

     Catholic marriages are held in churches because marriage is a 

sacred event, made before God, beside our family and friends. 

Catholics are expected to participate in Pre Cana preparations, not 

to make things difficult, but to assist a couple fully realize to what 

and to whom they are committing themselves. One of my favorite 

parts of being a priest is preparing couples to marry. I always start 

by saying that ñI am here to help you not only prepare for a  

wedding which lasts a few hours, but for a  marriage which is 

meant to last a lifetime.ò 

     St. Bede's is a beautiful place for a wedding. We priests look 

forward to helping our couples leave that holy place, holding each 

other's arm and the arm of Jesus Christ. I thank and congratulate all 

of our married couples for your example to the world. At the same 

time, I pray for all of our engaged couples, that their time of  

preparation will lead them to a deeper love for each other.
