Marriage - Saturday weddings are 10:00AM, 12:00 Noon, & 2:00 PM. It is  
Diocesan policy that arrangements must be made AT LEAST 6 MONTHS prior to the 
wedding. Information on Marriage Instructions can be obtained from the priests. For  
information on music, call Susan DiFlorio at 215-891-0869.  
Anointing of the Sick - In case of serious illness (or advanced age), please call the 
priests. Hospital cases should contact the Chaplain, but the Parish Office should be 
notified so one of the priests may visit the patient.  
Sacrament of Reconciliation - Saturdays 4:00 PM to 5 PM, or by appointment with 
a priest. 
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My Dear Parishioners, 

     As many of you know, our parish recently  

participated in the Disciple Maker Index Survey, 

which was put together by Catholic Leadership 

Institute (C.L.I.), a national organization that  

assists dioceses and parishes in developing lay  

leaders and true disciples. Our survey was conduct-

ed last March. A grand total of 519 parishioners 

participated. C.L.I. told us that if we 

get over ten percent of those who come 

to Mass on weekend, that is good. So 

we did good in that category, but still 

less than what I hoped for. 

     So as I promised in a previous  

bulletin, I will continue to give you  

periodic progress reports on where we 

are in the process of sharing the results and interpreting them for you. 

Last Monday evening, we three priests gathered with our newly  

constituted Pastoral Council for the first time, and each member  

received a complete copy of the results.  

     In order to make our Parish Pastoral Council meetings more  

efficient, given the many topics we have on our agenda, it was agreed 

that a sub-committee of the council will meet over the summer and 

analyze the results. They will review the data, which includes  

statistical results and personal input statements. The sub-committeeôs 

goal is to identify and glean for the entire councilôs consideration the 

key issues, trends, concerns, areas for growth that were mentioned by 

those who took the survey.  

     Our next Pastoral Council meeting is in mid-September. It is  

envisioned that at that meeting, we can reach consensus on those key 

issues, and the same time or sometime soon after, make a major report 

to all of our parishioners. The ultimate result is that the Pastoral  

Council will then develop a Parish Pastoral Plan with goals,  

objectives, and action items, to address the identified issues that they 

feel will enhance the spiritual growth and engagement of our  

parishioners.  

     Letôs face it ï a survey is just a survey until we do something with 

it. And we will use it as much as we can. In fact, at least 20 parishion-

ers who took the survey requested a follow-up conversation with 

someone from the parish, to further discuss their comments. Pastoral 

Council intends to contact them shortly by phone, so that as much  

input as possible can be received prior to the development of any  

action plan.  

     Again I thank all of those who participated in the Disciple Maker 

Index Survey, and I assure all parishioners that I will keep you  

informed as soon as possible.
